UNACCOMPANIED PERSONAL AND HOUSEHOLD EFFECTS

PER DIRECT VESSEL

TRANSIT

This insurance attaches from the time the property Insured leaves the residence or place of storage at the place named within for the commencement of the transit, continues during the ordinary course of transit including where applicable whilst on packers’ premises for a period of not exceeding 30 days and terminates on delivery to domicile or place of storage at the destination named within or on the expiry of 30 days after discharge from overseas vessel whichever may first occur.

This insurance does not cover the property whilst being stored unless the Company or its agents are advised and expressly agree thereto in writing.

Notwithstanding anything contained herein this Insurance excludes:

1.
The first £TBA of any loss or damage unless caused by fire or accident to ship, 
aircraft, vehicle or railcar.

2.
Loss of or damage to jewellery, watches, personal ornaments, precious stones, furs, deeds, bonds, stamps and money.

3.
Loss of or damage to antiques unless separately declared and valued.

4.
Any loss of or damage to property which at the time of loss or damage is insured by or would but for the existence of this Insurance be insured by any other Policy or Policies.

5.
Any claims for loss, damage or expense arising from delay, confiscation and/or 
inherent vice.

6.
Any loss or damage due to mechanical derangement, ordinary wear and tear, moth, vermin, natural depreciation and atmospheric or climatic conditions.

7.
Breakage of valves, tubes and filaments

8.
Chipping and Breakage of China, Glass and other fragile articles

If the value of China, Glass and/or other fragile articles exceeds the sum of $TBA

then the assured shall be considered as being his own insurer for the excess and shall bear a rateable share of the loss accordingly.

REPLACEMENT CLAUSE

In the event of loss of or damage to any part of an insured machine caused by a peril covered by the policy the sums recoverable shall not exceed such proportion of the cost of replacement or repair of such parts as the insured value bear to the value of a new machine plus charges for forwarding and refitting, if incurred, but excluding duty unless the full duty is included in the amount insured in which case of loss, if any sustained by payment of additional duty shall also be recoverable.  Provided always that in no case shall the liability of Underwriters exceed the insured value of the complete machine.

SETS CLAUSE

In the event of loss of or damage to any part of a pair or set, the Company shall not be liable for more than the value of the particular part or parts which may be lost or damaged without reference to any special value which such part or parts may have as forming a pair or set but in the event not exceeding a proportionate part of the sum insured in respect of the pair or set

SINGLE ARTICLE LIMIT

No one article to be deemed to be a greater value than $2500 unless separately declared and valued

AVERAGE CLAUSE

This insurance is subject to the condition of average, that is to say if the property covered by this Insurance shall at the time of any loss be greater value (in the country of destination) than the sum insured hereby, the Assured shall only be entitled to recover hereunder such proportion of the said loss as the sum insured by this Insurance bears to the total value (in the country of destination) of the said property.

The above items and conditions apply to soft goods and clothing whether professionally packed or not but only to other items when professionally packed.  Should items other than soft goods and clothing not be professionally packed then cover, whilst remaining subject to the above terms and conditions, further excludes all damage and/or breakage unless caused by fire or accident tot the ship, aircraft, road or rail conveyance.

CLIMATIC CONDITIONS CLAUSE

Excluding loss or damage by climatic or atmospheric conditions or extremes of temperature.

DEPRECIATION

Underwriters’ liability is restricted to the reasonable cost of repair and no claim is to attach hereto for depreciation consequent thereon

PICTURE CLAUSE

It is agreed that the value is admitted both as regards loss or average and that average is recoverable in full without excess.  Excluding breakage of glass but including any loss or damage to pictures resulting therefrom.  Any dispute shall be referred to some competent person to agreed upon, whose award shall be accepted by both parties.

ACCOMPANIED PERSONAL EFFECTS

Excluding Loss from unattended vehicle.

EXCESS CLAUSE

Subject to $TBA Excess each and every claim. 

ANTIQUE CLAUSE

In the event of damage to any article of antiques insured hereunder Underwriter’s liability is restricted to the reasonable cost of repairs and no claim is to attach hereto for depreciation consequent thereon.
